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Resumo:

Com o aumento das migragdes internas na América Latina, principalmente entre Brasil e os
paises de fala hispana, os fluxos culturais tém ganhado mais énfase. Esse tecido cultural, ao
mesmo tempo que se enriquece e se reconhece proximo, também coloca em evidéncia processos
histéricos que levaram a certas diferenciagdes em como a musica ¢ dinamizada em cada cultura
local, principalmente na sua intencionalidade e em relagdo com o sagrado. Tal movimento pode
ser entendido e mapeado dentro da heranca africana comum presente em América Latina e o
Caribe. O objetivo desta comunicacdo oral ¢ evidenciar as relacdes e contraposi¢des de ritmos
afro-peruanos, afro-cubanos e afro-brasileiros, na perspectiva musicoldgica e etnomusicologica,
entre os ritmos jikd, o bembé e a zamacueca, para uma articulacao sadia do fluxo cultural
crescente devido ao aumento da migracdo de hispanos latino-americanos ao Brasil. A
metodologia aplicada ¢ de revisdo de literatura e etnografia digital. A abordagem obedece a
perspectiva da Etnomusicologia Dialdgica, em contato com a Teologia. Como consideragdes
finais, pode-se dizer que os ritmos mencionados tém estreita semelhanca e sdo fruto de uma
heranga africana comum, mas seu uso e entendimento sacro-religioso apresentam diferenciagdes
culturais e sociais que limitam o fluxo e que demandam atencdo e direcionamento.

RELATIONSHIPS BETWEEN THE RHYTHMS OF AFRO-BRAZILIAN JIKA,
AFRO-CUBAN BEMBE, AND AFRO-PERUVIAN ZAMACUECA
Migratory, cultural and religious flows

Abstract:

With the increase in internal migrations in Latin America, mainly between Brazil and
Spanish-speaking countries, cultural flows have gained more emphasis. This cultural fabric,
while enriching itself and recognizing its closeness, also highlights historical processes that have
led to certain differences in how music is dynamized in each local culture, especially in its
intentionality and relationship with the sacred. This movement can be understood and mapped
within the common African heritage present in Latin America and the Caribbean. The objective
of this oral presentation is to highlight the relationships and contrasts of Afro-Peruvian,
Afro-Cuban, and Afro-Brazilian rhythms, from a musicological and ethnomusicological
perspective, between the jikd, bembé, and zamacueca rhythms, for a fruitful articulation of the
growing cultural flow due to the increased migration of Latin American Hispanics to Brazil. The
methodology applied is literature review and digital ethnography. The approach follows the
perspective of Dialogical Ethnomusicology, in contact with Theology. In conclusion, it can be
said that the rhythms mentioned share a close resemblance and are the result of a common
African heritage, but their sacred-religious use and understanding present cultural and social
differences that limit their flow and require attention and guidance.
